Length is the longest length you can measure on the sturgeon, from the tip of the nose to the tip of 
the tail.  Girth is the maximum circumference on the sturgeons body.  Values in the table above are 
average weight (in pounds) for lake sturgeon of a given length and girth inch group.  For example:  
the average weight for a 55 inch long lake sturgeon with a 25 inch girth is 50 pounds.

These data are based on lake sturgeon sampled from Lake St. Clair and the St. Clair River for fish 
up to 65 inches in length and 25 inches in girth.  Data for fish over 65 inches in length and girth over 
25 inches are from Minnesota (Lake of the Woods and the Rainy River) because fish over 65 
inches long or girth over 25 inches are rare in Michigan DNR sturgeon surveys on in the St. Clair 
system.
